Annual General Meeting – 14 July 2011

The Annual general meeting this year will take place on 14th July at 7.30pm in Fraser hall at the Leylands Estate (the same location as last year) Fraser Hall can be found next to Eborn House.
Any items for the agenda should be submitted in writing to the Company Secretary at the above address by 30th June at the latest.
All are welcome but only those residents in membership will be able to vote on any matter before the meeting.

Survey
It is now nearly 2 years since we last carried out a survey of residents to help us with our policy direction.  Attached to this Newsletter is a Questionnaire which we would be grateful if you could complete and return to us by 24 June 2011.  We propose to announce the outcome at the AGM.

Parking
Parking has been a thorny issue for many years with the development of the University and the building of St Mary’s School.  It would seem that the action we have taken in conjunction with the City Council, Police, Neighbourhood Board and the University of Derby has proved to be successful.  Parking has reduced on Broadway and in the surrounding area, most of which has moved onto Markeaton Park.  Visitors to the area can now find places to park some of which remains free, if only for 2 hours.

None of this could have been achieved without your help and co-operation for which we are grateful – thank you.

There will be a review of the current restrictions in the near future and your Committee will be proposing to increase the amount of space dedicated to 2 hours free parking by reducing the amount of Pay and Display on the south side at the Duffield Road end.  We will also be seeking a parking restriction outside St Mary’s between the two sets of gates to prevent parking during the period leading up to the morning start and again during the period leading up to the end of the school day.  Residents will have the opportunity to express their views as part of any consultation process should we be successful in obtaining the necessary support to make the changes.  

We will set aside time during the AGM to allow and further feedback on the subject of parking.

Broadway Pub
The Pub has recently undergone a makeover and developed a restaurant on the Broadway side of the premises.  They now allow children into the Restaurant as part of a family group when previously this had not been the case.
Lucy and her staff work hard to look after their customers and provide a welcoming atmosphere.

Reports indicate that the food offer is good, well presented and reasonably priced.

Broadway bench
After some delay the Bench has now been replaced at a much lower cost than had been anticipated.  The funds that we saved in the process has been redirected to support the maintenance or renewal of Benches in Darley Park between Darley Park Drive and The Café.

Duffield Road Bus Lane
The Duffield Road and Kedleston Road Bus Lanes have been removed by the City Council following a concerted campaign by BAG and others to have those unsafe road restrictions removed.  It is not often possible to praise the local authority but on this occasion we should, because what they have done is common sense, the new layout on Duffield Road is particularly welcome, speaking as somebody who has recently taken up cycling again.

17/17a Bus Service
A recent article in the Derby Evening Telegraph indicated that a report has now been produced which will consider the fate of all the Subsidised Bus Services in the City, amongst which is the 17/17a service.  It is pleasing to note that the recommendation for our service is to retain it with the full subsidy.  It is recognised that the service is the only one we have and enables a great number of people to get about who otherwise would be house bound.  Our thanks go to all who have supported our campaign to support this service.  

Membership
Renewals of membership became due on 1st January last.  I am pleased to report that over 50% of our members have renewed.  If you have not done so yet please do fill in the renewal form attached and drop it in at 290 Broadway together with your £2.00 subscription.  If you are new to the area please make use of the same form and head it new member.

Do let us have your email address if you have one, we now circulate information on Planning Applications and circulars we receive from Neighbourhood Watch.  As an added bonus we circulate Internet Discount Vouchers and codes which could quite easily save you ten times your membership fee.

Whilst we are solvent, we are a small organisation reliant on the time freely given by its members.  The £2.00 subscription goes towards our running costs and enables us to function.  I believe we have made a difference locally and can only continue to do so with your support.  Our strength is in our numbers.

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MINUTES OF AGM Thursday 15 July 2010    Fraser Hall, the Leylands Estate at 7.30pm

Introductions
   
Alf Fullerton (Chairman) welcomed everybody to the meeting and introduced members of the Committee.
 

2.

Presentation-- New Parking Restrictions October 2010
        Chris Wynn-- Transport Secretary Darley Neighbourhood Board
 

Chris outlined the widespread parking problems created by University parking and school drop offs and pick ups in Darley Ward, Allestree, Mill Hill Lane and Ashbourne Road area. A University Parking Group has been working to find solutions to the problem and Section 106 funding had been allocated to assist.  With the help of maps he showed the 3 zones on Broadway- Lower, Middle and Top- and explained how a combination of pay and display, double yellow lines, resident’s only permits and no parking near the Penny Long Lane junctions would go a long way towards solving the problem.
Resident’s permits will cost £25 a year and scratch cards for residents` visitors will be available at 20p for a day’s parking.
 

Broadway Cottages parking space is to be for residents only. A surface of mesh and gravel will be used to protect the tree roots. This work is being funded by the City Council, University, Government and a contribution of £10,000 from the Darley Neighbourhood Board.
 

Chris paid tribute to the time and effort given by Broadway Action Group to bringing these measures to fruition. He announced that there will be a final consultation and anyone who wishes to will be able to comment on the plan.
 

Questions
 

a.
Reduction of speed limit to 30mph on Broadway? Built as a trunk road. BAG will continue to lobby for a reduction.
b. 
Who will monitor illegal parking? Council Traffic Wardens -- More are needed. Chris Wynn will propose to Darley Neighbourhood Board that a grant be awarded to pay for extra Wardens. 
c.  
Will the restrictions apply to Blue Badge holders? They will be exempt and may exploit the situation. We must wait and see. 
d. 
How many parking spaces will be taken out of use? 250 but spaces allocated for University parking at Markeaton Park should compensate. Permits will cost £50 a year and their number will be limited to ensure there is always adequate space for the public. 
e. 
What can be done about the closure of St. Mary’s School gates? Very little. Council has no power to enforce opening of the school gates.
 

Comment from John Russell (Treasurer)
BAG has not wanted to move the parking problem to another residential area. It has been the intention that Markeaton Park would be the solution.
 

The Chairman thanked Chris for his detailed presentation and for answering members` questions.

The Chairman said that his June Newsletter had given comprehensive coverage of BAG activities.
    
He thanked the University Parking Group for their hard work. The noise nuisance from the Broadway Hotel has been resolved satisfactorily. A new public bench will be sited on Broadway near the position of the old one at Council cost. St. Mary’s School parking issues are on-going and the Chairman urged concerned members to make their views known to Darley Neighbourhood Board. Any comments concerning the Duffield and Kedleston Road bus lanes should be addressed to Cllr. Christopher Poulter at the Council House.

Treasurer’s Report
   
 Copies of the report were available at the meeting. All BAG`s funds come from the £2 annual membership subscription. There is a need to increase the number of members.  At present we have about 66 members. Income for the year has been £122 and expenses £54. Expenses are low because of free help with printing.
 

8. 
Report of Penny Long Lane Sub Group
    
Double yellow lines are to be lengthened at the junctions with Broadway to give better sight lines.  Damage to the road surface by heavy construction vehicles is an unsolved problem. Photos of the surface before it was damaged are needed to help to prove the case for compensatory repairs. Anyone concerned about developments in Penny Long Lane gardens should contact the City Council. Objections must be made strictly on planning grounds. The new designation of gardens as green field sites could prove helpful. A draft letter of objection is available from BAG.
