1 Welcome and introductions.  Alf Fullerton (Chairman) welcomed everybody to the meeting and introduced members of the committee.

2 To approve the minutes of the meeting 26 April 2007.  On a motion proposed by Michelle Mackenzie-Cooper and seconded by Mike Conway, the minutes of the meeting were approved and signed as a true record.

Matters arising. There were no matters arising.

Chairman’s report.  A brief summary of the work undertaken during the last twelve months was outlined by the Chairman and Treasurer.  The key issues had been outlined in the Spring edition of the newsletter and circulated to members and had been made available on the website.
In summary these had been:

· Broadway Public House – conditions of license.
· University Of Derby – Students Unions Bar, noise nuisance from students using the A38 Bridge and noise from events
· Student Parking on Broadway
· Traffic issues including the Duffield Road Bus Lane
· Planning Issues – Highfields Development and Penny Long Lane planning applications for development of gardens.
John Russell (Treasurer) outlined the work that had been undertaken to object to the applications for developments fronting onto Broadway from Penny Long Lane.  Members were asked their views on the developments and unanimously supported the action taken.

Treasurer’s report. A copy of the statement of income and expenditure for the year was produced by the Treasurer that indicated we had a cash surplus for the year £145.75 represented by £43.75 in cash and £102 in the bank account.  Members were advised that the subscription to renew would remain at £2.00 and be collected in September.

Chairman’s Report 2009
It has been a busy year and much has happened since the AGM in April 2008.  The following provides a brief overview.

University Parking on Broadway

The progress made in previous years has been maintained.  .  We continue to work with the City Council and the University of Derby And more recently with the Neighbourhood Board to arrive at a sensible solution to the numerous problems faced by residents.  I am most keen to reduce the incidents of Parking Tickets being issued to residents.  Remember whilst you have a right to drop of and pick up from your home, the parking restrictions that apply on the rod outside your home also apply to the driveway access and verge.  Can I thank you all for your response to our request last year to avoid parking on the verge. 

We have recently circulated to you a copy of the proposals we have put forward to the City Council in relation to changing the existing parking arrangements.  These are aimed at freeing up space for residents and their visitors and at the same time educe the opportunities for Parking Attendant to issue tickets to residents.
From the discussions we have had with the City Council they assure me that they do not target residents and will look sympathetically upon appeals if you have been given a ticket.  To my certain knowledge we have had two tickets withdrawn.  Finally on this subject, the Parking Restriction, September to June, in effect means Term Time.  Parking Attendants should not be issuing tickets during holiday periods.
Cottages Adjacent to Newton’s Walk

The issue about parking on the verge by residents of the cottages near the pedestrian crossing arose in the early stages of the student parking issue.  We are informed that this is a high priority with Council Officers to resolve.  However, a recent survey of the residents of the cottages revealed reluctance on their part to respond to the recent flawed survey.  If residents wish to have the current problems addressed they need to vote in favour of the only offer available of a residents’ only parking scheme.  Without it nothing will happen.
Duffield Road Bus Lane

The Bus Lane introduced on Duffield Road is, continues to cause debate.  We remain opposed to it being in place full time and will continue to support the view it should only apply in the mornings.
Broadway Pub

It was reported in the recent circular that there had been a new Licence Application which we had successfully opposed.  The owners had sought to vary the conditions as well as the licensed hours.  We complained strongly about the lack of supervision of the outside areas and were able to show that the then local management had not been properly adhering to the Licensing Conditions, in particular, there was evidence to show that regular hourly checks of the patio areas had not been taking place prior to August 2008 in order to prevent noise nuisance to local residents. I am happy to report that the City Council supported our residents and in effect strengthened the conditions.  However, I have to report that the owners have appealed to the Magistrates Court in an attempt to overcome all the conditions which are currently in place to protect residents.
School Traffic
Parents picking up and dropping off for both St Mary’s and St Benedict’s continue to cause concern to residents throughout the area.  We have put forward a plan for a drop off and collection zone to be developed in the ground of St Benedict’s behind St Mary’s.  The Neighbourhood Board’s Chair of the Transport Working Party has taken this on board to discuss with the relevant parties.  Perhaps we can ask him what results he has had.

Highfields Estate
Residents in the Highfields Estate have been fighting a campaign to object to the development of a Dementia Care Home.  The initial application has been withdrawn but we expect to see it resurrected at some point in a different guise.  

Penny Long Lane
Report on the state of play was indicated in our recent newsletter.  Subsequently we have contacted the Highways Department to alert them to the impending conclusion of phase one.  We have asked them to pay attention to the damage to the road surface and ensure it is properly reinstated.  We have obtained an assurance from them that the work will be carried out by the site Contractor and an undertaking from the City Council to meet with us next time they inspect the Lane.
